EAOP works with several schools in 
District 57, including Covina High, 
Baldwin Park High and Nogales High 
in La Puente.   
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The Puente Project runs 
programs at 51 community 
colleges and 35 high schools 
throughout California to 
increase the enrollment and 
retention of educationally 
underserved students in four-
year universities and works with 

several schools throughout the region. To date, Puente has 
provided mentoring, teaching, and counseling for over 20,000 
under-represented students.  Puente students graduate from 
four-year universities at twice the average rate.
