UC currently
has nearly 40 facilities in the region.

The program has graduated more
than 2,000 physicians and at least
half of them stay in the Valley to
practice.

Established in 2000, the University
of California Center in Bakersfield
serves the educational resource needs
of the southern San Joaquin Valley by
increasing opportunities for students in
the region to prepare for college
admission. Services such as summer
courses for UC students, teacher
training, school partnerships,
professional development, UC
undergraduate admissions information
and public policy forums are offered at
the center.

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UC’s MESA (Mathematics,
Engineering & Science
Achievement) works to prepare
educationally disadvantaged
students for four-year colleges at
twelve schools in Fresno, Selma
High, Shafter High and Shandon

g, High in Arvin. The program also
runs a site at Congressman Dooley’s alma mater Hanford
High. The MESA California Community College Program
increases the number of math and science majors who
successfully transfer and receive degrees from 4-year
universities and works with CSU Fresno.

The wine industry is heavily
dependent on UC Davis'
pioneering technology and
innovative cultural practices.
Selection of better yielding
clones of chardonnay at UC
fueled a dramatic increase in
planted acreage since 1960,

$300 million. Vlntners rely on UC’s network of agricultural
advisors at offices throughout Fresno, Kings and Kern
counties. The recently established UC Davis Mondavi
Institute for Wine and Food Science will house the largest
and most prestigious wine and food science academic program
in the world.

The FARMS program aims to empower high school students
about their futures through experiential learning and exposure
to educational and career choices. The Program is centered on
agriculture and the environment.

The Lindcove Research and Extension Center, established
by San Joaquin Valley growers and UC Riverside, provides
critical research on the California citrus industry. Research
focuses on problems such as the management of citrus pests.

The UC San Francisco Fresno Alzheimer's Research Center
(ARC) conducts research and offers treatment, counseling and
caregiver support for patients, families, and health care
professionals.

The UC Riverside Agricultural
Genomics Institute brings together
faculty to foster innovations that will
make possible advancements in the
quality of life including greater
productivity in California’s $27
billion agricultural industry and
improvements in health and
environmental quality.

A systemwide multi-campus research unit, the Center for
Water and Wildland Resources coordinates research water
conservation and management. The UC Salinity/Drainage
Program addresses issues of salinity, drainage and toxic trace
elements in the San Joaquin Valley.

The Puente Project runs
programs at 51 community
colleges and 35 high schools
throughout California to increase
the enrolliment and retention of
educationally underserved

UC San Francisco’s Doctor’'s Academy at Sunnyside High
School in Fresno, is sponsored by the UC Latino Center for
Medical Education and Research.
