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UC SAN DIEGO MEDICAL CENTER

UC San Diego Medical Center
provides services throughout
District 36 and is the region's only
academic medical center. The medical
center cares for a disproportionate
share of the region’s poor and
uninsured patients and is the county’s
only Level 1 Trauma Center. The
medical center includes a Regional
Burn Center, a National Institutes of
Health Clinical Research Center, the
Infant Special Care Center and the
region's only National Cancer
Institute. The UC San Diego LA Jolla
Medical Center site offers a range of
services and includes the Shiley Eye
Center, which provides pediatric and
adult patients with vision services.

UC SAN DIEGO TEACHER
EDUCATION PROGRAM

The UC San Diego Teacher
Education Program (TEP) works
directly with K-12 schools and teachers
in the greater San Diego area —
including providing hands-on teacher
training at schools in District 36.
UCSD has launched a program of
graduate study leading to the education
doctorate. The doctoral program will
provide a research-based program in
education tailored exclusively for K-
12 educators in the area who wish to
expand their knowledge in order to
assume more leadership and better
support teachers in local schools and
community colleges.

UC AGRICULTURAL OUTREACH IN
SAN DIEGO AND RIVERSIDE

UC’s Division of Agriculture and
Natural Resources Cooperative
Extension provides accessible and
comprehensive agricultural research
information for local growers, ranchers,
government and the larger community.
UC county advisors provide this
hands-on assistance at the
Riverside and San Diego County
Cooperative Extension offices.

The UC Davis Animal Ambassadors program uses web-
based and hands-on interaction with animals to foster children’s
interest in science. The program uses interactive materials and
written curriculum for classrooms that develop scientific inquiry
and critical thinking skills. Between 3,500 - 4,000 children
participated in the program between 1999-2002. The program
is present in schools throughout San Diego County.

The VA San Diego
Healthcare System is an
affiliate of UC San Diego
Medical Center and
provides a full range of
care to 238,000 veterans
in San Diego and Imperial
Counties. The system
offers inpatient and outpatient health services at the medical
center in La Jolla and at the five community clinics in Chula
Vista, Escondido, Imperial Valley, Mission Valley and Vista.

UC Riverside’s College of Engineering-Center for

The Lindcove Research and Extension Center, established
by local growers and UC Riverside, provides agricultural
research on the California citrus industry. Researchers focus
on areas such as the management of citrus pests.

Through UCSD, the federally funded Talent Search
Program works with Cajon Valley and La Mesa Middle
Schools and El Cajon, Mt. Miguel and Helix High students
to provide the information, tools and support they need to
successfully graduate and enroll in college. Special sessions
are conducted for parents so they can support their children.

UCSD is engaged in several projects with Native American
tribes located in District 36. The Tribal Digital Village has
created a digital community that mirrors and amplifies the
community networks that have historically sustained tribal
communities. Technology efforts in this area are enhanced by
UCSD’s High Speed Wireless Research and Education
Network. http://www.tribaldigitalvillage.org/
http://hpwren.ucsd.edu/.
